The project 
includes the establishment of a greenfield site (an Astronomy Reserve) near Carnarvon 
and the construction of the infrastructure elements required to operate radio telescopes in 
the reserve, including roads, power, reticulation of power and optical fibre, and links to the 
national optical fibre networks. MeerKAT will operate continuously during a 24-hour day 
and is expected to have a lifetime of about 20-30 years.

 The Science Data Processor subsystem processes correlated data from the telescope and 
converts it into meaningful scientific data. The data is then stored and archived for further 
use, reprocessing or reference by the Science Data Processor subsystem.

The SKA DSS HC Storage Server Manufacturing Data Pack (MDP) was produced as part of 
the Financial Assistance Programme Call Two (FAP C2) for the development of the SKA SA 
MeerKAT Data Storage Solution Design. 

During the design review and qualification review of the FAP C2, a number of deviations were 
noted on the design. There are mandatory and optional deviations and they are discussed 
below. 
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MANDATORY DEVIATIONS 

There are two mandatory deviations to the MDP: 

1. Known issues with prototype design will require an update to the MDP. These are 
 detailed in “DSS HC Known Issues 2016_09_23.xlsx” and included in the “Know 
 Design Issues” section of the MDP. They will be discussed at the information session. 

2. Replacement and new off-the-shelf components that shall be required to be updated in 
 the MDP. These are detailed in “DSS HC BOM Update 2016_10_12.xlsx”. They will be 
 discussed at the information session. 

OPTIONAL DEVIATIONS 

As stated above the MDP was produced as part of the FAP C2. 

In the design review of the storage server, the use of wired connectivity to each hard drive bay 
in the SKA HC DSS Storage Server as detailed in the DSS HC CORE HOUSING section of PI-
11997.01A.01-AID_public was noted to be labour intensive and could be resolved by 
developing a backplane to reduce the amount of wiring required.

GCC23 23. Termination for default 

 23.1. The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of 

contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, may terminate 

this contract in whole or in part: 

23.1.1. if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the 

period(s) specified in the contract, or within any extension 

thereof granted by the purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause 

21.2; 

23.1.2. if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under 

the contract; or 

23.1.3. if the supplier, in the judgment of the purchaser, has engaged 

in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for or in 

executing the contract.
